III.  GUEST/VENDER FORUM:

They will be providing the snow removal for the winter of 2012/2013.  Management has already discussed the issue on Marksburg Court regarding snow removal.  They do have the equipment to haul away snow if needed and can get Management a price for that.  Mr. Owens stated that he can give Management a price for pruning a pine tree on Marksburg Court.  It is up against a townhouse.  Potomac Garden Center offers better pricing during the winter on tree work.  Management has been very pleased with working with Potomac Garden Center so far.  Their contract will begin on January 1, 2013 but for snow removal it is currently in effect.     
IV. HOMEOWNER  FORUM:
A homeowner had concerns regarding the sidewalks on Ranworth Court that are lifting up and could be a trip hazard.   It is caused by tree roots and the trees belong to the County.  There was discussion if this were an actual Association issue or county or even possible the individual homeowner’s responsibility.  Management will ask the County to do a “trip hazard” check on the sidewalks.   

V. MANAGEMENT REPORT:  
A. Deferred Assessment Resolution: 

 Goldklang Group recommended that, for tax purposes, the Board pass a deferred assessment resolution.  The resolution simply means that the Association will plan to use any surplus earned this year during the following year.
