IV. MANAGEMENT REPORT:  
A. Townhouse Pavement Markings/Pot Hole Repair:
At the October meeting, the Board discussed repainting the parking space lines and numbers on Palmetto Circle, Palmetto Court and Marksburg Court but decided to table until the 2014 spring.  The standard for the paint (environmentally friendly) has changed and does not last as long as it use to.  Management obtained 3 bids:  Dominion Paving at $3,186.00; Knoble Inc. at $2,495.00; and O’Leary Asphalt at $2,370.00.  
In the February meeting it was discussed that there is a large pothole at the entrance to Palmetto Circle that needed to be repaired.  Management also got bids for this work:  Dominion Paving at $4,200.00; Knoble Inc. at $925.00; and O’Leary Asphalt at $1,800.00.  
Motion:  O’Leary Asphalt for the repainting of the parking space lines and numbers and Knoble Inc for the pothole repair option 2.

C. Collection Policy:
As the Board directed at the February meeting, Management forwarded the Collection Policy to the Association’s attorney for review and any recommended revisions. One item the attorney would like the Board to consider is possible raising the late fee.  It is currently $5.00 and could be legally increased to $15.00.

V.   Hearing/ ****:

The Board and Management agreed to keep an eye on it to see if he will do what he has said.
VI.  OLD BUSINESS:

1. Parking Issues: 
There is a tow warning on a car that has not been moved in a very long time.  It could be an abandoned car. It has not moved for 3 months.  Management agreed to notify the police for them to check out.  The Board discussed installing a tow sign in this particular area since there seems to be a repeated problem there.

2. Snow Removal Cost:

1. The Entrance Landscape:

The Board would like a new design of landscape at the entrance and would like Management to get a design and quote.

Action:  Management to get a new design for the entrance and pricing from Potomac.
2.  Tree Removal by County:

The County has cut down 2 – 3 trees.  The trees were diseased.  All the street trees are County owned.  The Board asked that Management find out if the County is going to remove the stumps and replace the trees.  The Board also wanted Management to check with Potomac to see what they would charge to replace the trees if the County is not going to replace them.

Action:  Management to see if the County is going to remove the stumps and replace the trees.  If they are not replacing the trees, to get a price from Potomac as to what the cost would be to replace the trees.
