B. Tree Removal Request/13700 Palmetto Circle (Boyko):
The homeowner is requesting the common area tree behind his home be removed as it has grown into his property.  He is also requesting trees located approximately 40 feet from his property near the storm water facility be removed and replaced with flowering trees.  The Homeowner told Management that the limbs are scratching his siding of his home.  The tree had originally been planted by the developer on common property. The Board determined that because the tree was on common ground and was causing damage to the home the Association needed to prune the tree back.  The Board also was in agreement that Homeowners are within their rights to prune trees back to the property line on the Homeowner’s side of their property.  The Board was not in agreement with replacing trees with flowering trees for the Homeowner.  The Board also stated several reasons for not replacing the trees.
