As there are currently no General Reserve projects in the near future, $20,000.00 could be invested into a $10,000.00 CD that will mature in 2018 and a $10,000.00CD that will mature in 2019 to continue to ladder funds.
The Townhouse money Market Reserve Account currently has $42,703.63 with a $10,000.00CD maturing on 4/22/15.  Management recommends investing $20,000.00 into a 2017 CD and $15,000.00 into a 2018 CD.
