A. 19334 Ranworth Fence Installation
The owners of 19415 Ranworth submitted written protest regarding the fence installed at 19334 Ransworth. They stated their five (5) grievances with the fence are, not all adjacenct homeowners were approached to sign off for permission, a five (5) ft fence was approved but a six (6) ft fence was installed, the fence is beyond her property boundaries, she violated the architectural guidelines in that she installed a prohibited type of fence, and the unfinished side of the fence faces outward.
The Board noted that the boundary issue is beyond their purview, but the violations to the guidelines are within their purview.
