· Management followed up on the questions asked at the August 2, 2022, homeowner’s forum regarding what caused the removed county trees to die. She contacted the Montgomery County arborist and reported he said the trees died due to Emerald Ash Borers.
IV.        Management Report

A. Palmetto Circle Entrance Bed: The right-side entrance bed at Palmetto Circle looks empty compared to the left. The trees on the right side have matured but it is too shady for the roses. PGC Landscapes recommends six (6) azalea shrubs be installed, which are similar in color to the existing roses and are much better suited for a shady environment. 
Motion: To accept the proposal from PGC Landscape to remove the existing roses, amend the soil, and install (6) Encore Azaleas at the entrance bed at Palmetto Circle for the cost of $450.00.
